Queen Contest Rules
Please read the following eligibility requirements and expectations before filling out the application.  Representing MABA as Queen can be a rewarding and exciting experience, but does require participation in a number of events including but not limited to the IBHA Convention, Hoosier Horse Fair, MABA Shows, IBHA World Show and Queen Contest, and other such events that may be added.  If only one candidate is eligible, the charter contest may be eliminated with the approval of the Board of Directors with a letter sent to IBHA approving the contestant as charter queen to represent the charter at the National Contest. 
 (Letter must accompany Queen's Application)
1) Contestant must be a member in good standing in both IBHA and MABA for at least ninety days prior to contest.
2) Contestant must be single and not previously married to be eligible to compete. No exceptions.
3) Contestant must be at least seventeen years of age on January 1st of year competing and no older than twenty four years of age on January 1st of year competing. No exceptions.
4) Contestant must own and show an IBHA registered horse. She will be asked to take a horse, ( if she is crowned as MABA charter queen) and attend the IBHA Queen contest and World Show.
5) Judging will be based on the following:
     a) 50% on horsemanship, to be judged by a show judge at an approved show. Dress requirement for the Queen's ride will be blue jeans and white shirts.  Competition will be in western attire only
     b) 50% on personality, appearance and congeniality. This phase to be judged by at least two designed judges. One who is not a member of the charter, preferably horse - oriented  and one member from the charter's board of directors. Competition will take place on one day only. In the event of a tie, the winner will be determined by the highest placing in personality and congeniality
6) Contestant must be able to attend the IBHA World Championship Show and, in the event she wins the national title, she must be able to participate in national events when so requested.
7) Dress requirements for the queen's ride will be blue jeans and a white shirt. Competition will be in western appointments only.
8) The first runner up will take the queen's place if she is found to be ineligible or unable to attend the IBHA World Championship show. If found ineligible, the queen must forfeit all queen awards.
9) Contestant must attend at least three shows, three different weekends, prior to the queen contest to be eligible to apply.
